2.) Ensure the safety of the patient by using equipment properly and in a safe manner.
3.) Give personal care baths, oral hygiene, shampoos, and changing of bed linen as often as assigned.
4.) Assist in dressing and undressing patients as assigned.
5.) Help with planning meals and assist in feeding patients as assigned.
6.) Provide proper care and observation of patient’s skin to prevent breakdown of tissue and mitigate potential issues.
7.) Assist in ambulation and exercise as instructed by the hospice nurse or therapist.
8.) Provide normal range of motion and transfer/positioning as directed.
9.) Assist with self-administered medications as allowed by State of Montana regulations.
10.) Offer assistance with bedpans and urinals.
11.) Provide respite for patient’s family/caregiver when on-site as necessary.
12.) Adhere to the organization’s documentation and care procedures and standards of personal and professional conduct.
